SPCA ALLIANCE OF NORTH CAROLINA FOSTER HOME AGREEMENT

I certify that all the information contained in this agreement is true and complete.  By signing this document, FOSTER agrees to all terms, policies and regulations administered by SPCA ALLIANCE OF NC.
FOSTER shall keep cat/dog as an indoor pet.
FOSTER shall ensure that animal is kept under positive control at all times; either on leash and/or in enclosed area.
FOSTER will immediately notify the LOST DOG CONTACT/Shelley Milburn at 252-985-8699 if animal is lost or stolen.    

SPCA ALLIANCE OF NC assumes responsibility for all pre-approved/authorized routine veterinary expenses; SPCA ALLIANCE OF NC will not pay for unauthorized routine vet services and supplies.
    (1)  FOSTER shall provide and maintain veterinary care for animal, including all vaccinations, heartworm preventive, flea and tick control and all other care authorized by SPCAANC and recommended by a veterinarian.  

    (2)  FOSTER must obtain prior authorization for routine vet care from an officer of SPCA ALLIANCE of NC prior to services being rendered.  
    (3)  FOSTER shall obtain immediate vet services for true life threatening medical emergency as needed and contact Shelley Milburn as soon as possible thereafter.    

FOSTER shall provide, at own cost, those items that contribute to the healthy, safe and loving environment, and socialization of the dog or cat to include food, toys, chews, crate and bedding.  

FOSTER shall contact the rescue if they can no longer foster the animal.  

FOSTER shall not sell, give, or otherwise transfer animals to anyone other than a designated member of SPCA ALLIANCE OF NC.
FOSTER REPRESENTS THAT NO MEMBER OF HOUSEHOLD HAS EVER BEEN CHARGED WITH ANY VIOLATION OF CRUELTY TO ANIMALS, CHILDREN OR DOMESTIC VIOLENCE.
FOSTER shall indemnify and hold harmless SPCA ALLIANCE OF NC and its members from any and all loss, damage or expense incurred by the animal. 
SPCA ALLIANCE OF NC does not warrant the temperament or behavior of the dog or cat.  

SPCA ALLIANCE OF NC does not warrant the physical health of the animal. 

SPCA ALLIANCE OF NC reserves the right to IMMEDIATELY remove animal from FOSTER should FOSTER not uphold the terms of this agreement.
